Y&TAB spent their formative years in the cultural and
musical hinterland of the home counties playing at
summer fetes and hog roasts; but that was a long time
ago.... fast forward to Bristol ‘06 and the band's
effervescent live shows are the talk of the town, debut
album ‘Shake Shake Hello?!" is receiving wide acclaim
and worldwide airplay and - not pausing for breath - the
band are busy preparing their follow up...
